Slide 1 – Intro

I am often asked, when I say I am a Consulting Rosarian, “What do you do?  Who do you consult with, etc.?”  So, let’s take a few minutes and find out.
Slide 2 – Program Services Committee 
The CR program is not new, although most of us started hearing about it back in the 90’s

Slide 3 - History of the Program

As you see, it goes back to 1920.  There was, as it appeared to me, a lot of secrecy about the program under the ‘appointment’ system, so the school/exam system we know today really brought it to the forefront.

Slide 4 – What is a Consulting Rosarian?

When you look at this slide it sounds pretty simple - doesn't it. Mainly it is one who knows something about roses, and can give good sound advice on the culture of roses. The individual must be enthused to inspire others to love and appreciate roses.

Slide 5 – Consulting Rosarian Code
You can find this and read it later. It is on the second page of chapter 1 in your CR manual.  Every Consulting Rosarian, on accepting the appointment, should be aware of it and be willing to live up to the code.

Slide 6 – Things a CR should do:

A CR should grow roses - a few of each type.  Included should be some popular new introductions, so the CR can answer questions about them. 

Slide 7 – A few more things a CR should do (cont.):

Stay current!  Keep up with new chemicals, equipment, roses, etc.  Never recommend a restricted chemical, and never charge a fee for advice!

Slide 8 – Helping New Rose Growers

Visit their garden if possible – be helpful and positive.  Remember the KISS principle – don’t give them so much info, or complicate it so much that they give up on roses and grow something else!  

Slide 9    To Remain an Active CR

1.  Must be an active member of the ARS, and a member of a local rose society

2.  Stay current - keep abreast of new varieties, new chemicals, problems and solutions common in your area

3.  Attend a CR school, or accrue 4 approved continuing education credits (one must be Chemical Safety) during a 4 year period.  

Slide 10    To Remain an Active CR (cont.)

1.  Submit an annual report of your activities (if required by the district). 

2.  Filing a Roses in Review report is expected of all CR’s 

3.  Stay enthused; share your knowledge, be involved, help others, promote the ARS and the love of the rose!
